SNAP Assistance (formerly known as Food Stamps)
Through a grant from the Walmart Foundation, we are
able to perform outreach, education and enrollment
assistance to residents of Burlington and Mercer coun-
ties who are interested in the Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance Program (SNAP).

Project HOPE

Provides individuals and families who live in poverty
and are homeless or facing the threat of homelessness
with opportunities to develop skills and resources
needed to achieve well-being and lead self-sufficient
lives. Core components address:

Clothing and Household Goods

Residents in need can “shop” for gently-used clothing
and household items.

Holiday/Seasonal Assistance

Provides eligible residents with assistance during
Easter, Back-to-School time, Thanksgiving and
Christmas.

Medi-Cool Program

Provides 5,000 BTU air conditioning units to low-
income seniors and/or adults who have a disability.
Mercer County seniors and individuals with disabilities.
Applicants are screened for eligibility.

Housing Services

Our Homelessness Prevention Program emphasizes
both immediate and longer-term strategies for reducing
homelessness and strengthening self-sufficiency. While
housing units are not offered at all locations, we help
individuals and families remain housed through rent/
mortgage and utilities assistance.

Rapid Re-housing

Rapid-Re-Housing is one of several programs offered
to help individuals and families obtain housing and
develop the skills necessary for meeting monthly
housing and other living costs.

Provides support for individuals and families referred
by parishes in Mercer County.
